Last spring in Oakwood School tested high for arsenic, at 100 parts per billion (limit is 10 parts per billion).
Since that time, state gave out 100 water tests kits to residents in the Town of Algoma. We received 90 test
results, 1 was high, a few borderline and the rest were very low.

Kim — Seeing an increase in influenza A & B. Coronavirus: Wisconsin has 1 confirmed case, 7 tested negative
and 6 are pending (as of last night at 9pm).
