 Supervisor Scherck spoke in concern of the UW-Extension Reorganization Plan.  A leadership committee has 
been formed to deal with concerns regarding this issue.  His hopes are that the Legislative Committee will take this 
seriously and look out for the UW-Extension’s best interest. 
 Supervisor Norton reported that the ReThink Legislative Breakfast will be on April 29, 2016 from 7:30 to 9:30 
at the Coughlin Center.  Supervisor Norton said that every five years the Winnebago County Health Department 
updates their Community Health Plan.  There will be three rounds of meetings discussing different issues. 
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 Supervisor Finch reported that the Parks & Recreation Committee will be cancelling their meeting on 
Thursday, April 28, 2016.  It has been rescheduled to Friday, April 29, 2016 at 1:30 p.m.

COUNTY EXECUTIVE’S REPORT 

 
 Mark Harris, Winnebago County Executive, spoke regarding the intersection of County Highway CB and 
Oakridge Road.  He is concerned about the public reaction to this and that people are feeling insecure going thru this 
intersection.  Mr. Harris is encouraging the board to push forward with addressing this situation with all due speed. 
 

COUNTY BOARD CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 
 

 Chairman Albrecht reported that Supervisors Snider and Robl asked to be excused from tonight’s meeting. 
 

PRESENTATION ON COUNTY HIGHWAY CB AND OAK RIDGE ROAD INTERSECTION PROPOSED PROJECT 
 
 Ernie Winters, Highway Commissioner, addressed the board with where they are and what they might be able 
to do to address issues regarding the intersection of County Highway CB and Oak Ridge Road.  CB was built as an 
arterial highway which allows for smooth flow of traffic without many stops.  Since the time the intersection was 
constructed, development around this intersection has increased allowing more driveways and access points.  Studies 
were performed by Mead & Hunt in 2008 and 2013, and the results did not satisfy enough of the warrants to make a   
4-way stop, traffic signals or a roundabout a necessary improvement.  Mr. Winters reported on the accident history, the 
speeds and the traffic volumes at this intersection.  He proposed possible short term actions that might help the 
situation.   

Mr. Winters explained the procedure that the Highway Department would consider to be the most 
advantageous for this project.  The Department is undertaking an ICE (Intersection Control Evaluation) analysis of the 
intersection.  This analysis will aid when applying and competing for statewide funding.  Mr. Winters reported on the 
potential construction costs.  Mr. Winters then took questions from the board.  A copy of this presentation is on file in 
the County Clerk’s Office with the proceedings of this meeting. 
 

PRESENTATION ON CAPITAL PROJECT TO REPLACE THE COUNTY BUILDINGS CARD ACCESS SYSTEM 
 
 Mike Elder, Facilities & Property Management Director, reported on replacing the card access control system 
to Winnebago County buildings.  The current system is 20 – 25 years old and manages one exterior door at every 
facility.  The system records and logs every time a card is swiped and facilities has to download all this information. 
Facilities is working with Information Systems to determine the best system to purchase so everything could be part of 
the network.  Cards are used to access the buildings.  Mr. Elder feels the cards are better than keys, cards can be 
deactivated and replaced when lost, keys can be lost and fall in to the wrong hands.  The cost of this project would be 
approximately $150,000.00.  $110,000.00 would be the control panels that need to be replaced, $500.00 for software, 
and $40,000.00 to connect to the network.  The new system should last for twenty years.  Mr. Elder then took 
questions from the board.

Water Level Gauging Station at Boom Bay Boat Landing 
 

WHEREAS, over the past several decades people in the area have benefited from the successful operation of 
the Army Corps of Engineers’ water level gauging station located at the Boom Bay Boat Landing in Winnebago County; 
and 

WHEREAS, during the time that the water level gauging station has been present at Boom Bay Boat Landing, 
the Army Corps of Engineers has leased a 2’ X 2’ area without incident or impact on boaters using the launch facilities; 
and 

WHEREAS, the Army Corps of Engineers wishes to continue to monitor and record water levels at the Boom 
Bay Boat Landing in the same manner it has in the past; and 

WHEREAS, the Army Corp of Engineers has submitted a formal request to Winnebago County to continue to 
lease the 2’ X 2’ area at the Boom Bay Boat Landing for a fifteen (15)-year term beginning February 1, 2016, and 
ending on January 31, 2031; and 

WHEREAS, your designated Committee believes that it would be in the best interests of Winnebago County to 
proceed with granting Land Lease Number DACW35-5-00-3003 to the Army Corps of Engineers for a fifteen (15)-year 
term, ending January 31, 2031.  
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that it hereby 
authorizes the Winnebago County Executive to execute Land Lease Number DACW35-5-00-3003 to the Army Corps 
of Engineers for operation of a water level gauging station at Boom Bay Boat Landing located in Winnebago County.

RESOLUTION NO. 005-42016:  Appropriate $2,900,000 for Winnebago County Highway Department’s 2016 

Annual Milling and Resurfacing Program  
 
 WHEREAS, CTH M from STH 10 to the North County Line in the Town of Winchester, CTH GG from CTH T to 
STH 45 in the Towns of Vinland and Winneconne, CTH II from STH 76 to Clayton Avenue in the Town of Clayton, and 
CTH G from CTH T to Woodenshoe in the Town of Vinland are all showing significant signs of deterioration and are in 
need of resurfacing to extend their useful lives, and 
 WHEREAS, the Winnebago County Highway Department typically performs milling and paving projects each 
year to the most deteriorated pavements in the Winnebago County road system in order to extend the useful life and 
preserve Winnebago County’s investment in the assets; and 
 WHEREAS, the projects to resurface each of these pavements have been scheduled for 2016 and have been 
identified as needed projects in the Highway Department’s 2016-2020 Capital Improvement Plan; and 
 WHEREAS, the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors recognizes the value of maintaining high quality 
transportation systems in Winnebago County and is committed to maintaining our highway investments at a high level. 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that it hereby 
approves the appropriation of $2,900,000 for a capital improvement project to provide funding for the Winnebago 
County Highway Department’s 2016 Annual Milling and Paving Program. 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that the funds to pay for this 
capital improvement work shall be transferred from the General Fund for Winnebago County with the General Fund 
being reimbursed with a subsequent bond issue.

 WHEREAS, the Nurse Call System for Park View Health Center is in need of replacement; and 
 WHEREAS, the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors approved an appropriation of $262,000 for the 
project in August 2014; and 
 WHEREAS, the project has had several delays as a result of issues with design and obtaining state approval; 
and 
 WHEREAS, the final cost resulting from the competitive purchasing process came in considerably higher than 
the original projected cost; and 
 WHEREAS, the system still needs to be updated for the benefit and safety of the facility’s residents. 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that it hereby 
appropriates an additional $130,000 for the project budget to purchase and install a new Nurse Call System. 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED BY THE Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that funds from Park View 
Health Center’s Unreserved Fund Balance shall be used to pay for the project.

RESOLUTION NO. 007-42016: Approve Changes to Winnebago County’s Investment Policy to Allow for 

the Purchase of Certificates of Deposit of up to Three Years in Duration 
 
 WHEREAS, interest rates continue to remain at historical lows; and 
 WHEREAS, increasing the maturity length on the purchase of certificates of deposit at banks can increase the 
return by up to .5% from the current two-year maturity limit; and 
 WHEREAS, rough estimates indicate that increasing the maturity length on these purchases could increase 
investment earnings by as much as $50,000 per year; and 
 WHEREAS, there is very little additional risk of loss because the policy currently requires that all deposits in 
excess of $500,000 (FDIC insurance and state guarantee) be collateralized if the institution is not in one of the two 
highest bank ratings as rated by Veribanc. 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that it hereby 
amends Winnebago County’s Investment Policy to allow investments in certificates of deposit of up to a maximum of 
three years’ maturity.
