After discussion, the wording "or designee" was also added after those titles under 
Subcommittees. Carl Mohl moved to accept the amended bylaws. Doug Zellmer seconded 
the motion; all in favor; motion carried. 
 



5. Update of Policy and Procedures for the Handling of Hazmat Response Expenditures
