It notes the caregiver crisis and the State grant for free training of
individuals going into the CNA field, along with an aggressive commercial and social media
campaign that is in place.



The committee recommended contacting “Eye on Oshkosh” Cheryl H. to consider an
interview regarding this caregiver issue.

o Two articles from the McKnight's Long-Term Care News were distributed for the committee to
read later. One noted CMS giving skilled nursing a 2.4% Medicare pay raise, the other noted
President Trump is expected to propose up to $25 billion in federal spending cuts, which will
hit Medicaid and Medicare.

e There was an update regarding the Administrator’s recent attendance at the Wisconsin
Association of County Homes Annual Conference. The main topic of the conference was the
new survey process.
