• Results from the APM Focus Group Meeting 

o Was held on 6/18/2019 
o 14 people participated; only 11 filled out the forms 
o Overall, lots of support for an Aquatic Plant Management Program through the Winnebago 

Waterway Program 
o Lots of interest in the site-specific plans 
o General support for trying to balance the need for restoration/protection and recreation 
o Participants were from Winnebago, Fond du Lac, and Outagamie counties. Several shoreline 

property owners were present. We had representation from all four lakes.  
o Top 3 recommendations: 

 Establish and sustain an Aquatic Plant Management Program through the Winnebago 
Waterways Program to assess impacts of lake management decisions on the aquatic 
plant community system-wide and provide guidance and assistance to shoreline 
property owners for development of site-specific aquatic plant management plans 

 Develop site-specific aquatic plant management plans for areas within the Winnebago 
Lakes that have nuisance plants or aquatic invasive species issues
