RESOLUTION: Authorize Contract Between AT&T Corporation and Winnebago County
(Telephone Line Service)

TO THE WINNEBAGO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS:

WHEREAS, the telephone line service contract between Winnebago County and AT&T Corporation is
currently primary rate interface (PRI) in the Integrated Services Digital Network; and

WHEREAS, AT&T Corporation is working extensively to convert customers to session initiation protocol
(SIP) as they phase out PRI technology; and

WHEREAS, Winnebago County needs to test existing phone-related applications as we convert; and

WHEREAS, AT&T Corporation offers competitive state contract pricing for the provision of telephone line
service; and

WHEREAS, as Winnebago County proceeds to convert from PRI to SIP, each SIP line will result in a
monthly cost savings compared to PRI line; and

WHEREAS, after careful review, the undersigned Committees have recommended the approval of a contract
between Winnebago County and AT&T Corporation for the provision of telephone line services, for a period of five

(5) years, effective upon the installation of the final SIP line.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that it hereby
approves the execution of a five (5)-year contract between Winnebago County and AT&T Corporation for the
provision of telephone line services to all of Winnebago County’s buildings, effective upon the installation of the final
SIP line, pursuant to those terms outlined in the attached contract, which is made a part of this Resolution and

incorporated herein by reference.
