?hurse is two-fold; first, to give a review of the projects undertaken during
‘toe past_year; second, to remind us that there is still much to be done
it glve Winnebago county a well-rounded, effective health program. It
with this purpose in mind that I submit the following report.
: In program planning our aim has been to reach the largest number of
gg;slggsp%orfg;g}e and to employ methods recognized to be sound in public
: es. . .
S st In the control of communicable disease preventive measures have been
: essed and ‘methods demonstrated. “For of what value is scientific
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knowledge unless it is put to practical use?”

The function of the health department is to reduce to the minimum
thre number of cases of a communicable disease. - The nurse has co-
operated with the local health officers in this work. In the schools we
have endeavored to teach the children that a child who is ill should re-
main at home, even though the cause of illness is unknown. The complete
control of communicable disease will only be brought about by educational
methods and immunizing whenever possible.

Health instruction has been given through home visits, school talks
and public meetings. The environmental factors in public health such as
a safe water supply for every rural school and the all-important health
environment of the school rcom has been stressed in order that the chil-
dren may develop a health consciousness.

An effective method of keeping the physical condition of the child
constantly before the parents and enabling them to compare the health
record and school record as inter-related has been effected by the co-
operation of County Superintendent of Schools Mr. Jones. The school re-
port card contains a height and weight record for each six weeks and also
report of defects of vishion, hearing, enlarged tonsils and decayed teeth.
This card has been very instrumental in placing scales in a large number
of the schools. Where the children are weighed regularly the child’s in-
terest in his own health becomes mcre keen.

Geiter Prevention.

The prevention of goiter has been one of our major projects for two
years and is being continued this year. I can make no accurate report of
the results of this project because of the lack of medical examination of
the children. The number of enlarged thyroid glands has been greatly
reduced since the beginning of this program.

Statistical Report.

Tha statistical report which follows gives a brief picture of the work.

I realize that the number tested is too small from which to draw any
definite conclusions, but present it for your information. The immunity
obtained is very near the same as claimed by biological houses. The only
outstanding feature of this report is the low percent of adult immunity

to diphtheria. It is generally supposed that immunity increases with age. -

This is not borne out by those tested in our clinics.

The immunity was also very low in the group tested who had one dose
of toxin-anti-toxin, which would tend to prove that three innoculations
are necessary.

Report of Special Appropriation for Correction of Defects.

There are children with whom we come in contact in our work
throughout the county who present pathetic pictures of poor physical con-
ditions. Many of the children and their parents are unable to have cor-
rective work done because of the lack of the necessary funds. I am pleased
to present a report of the expenditures of the $300 fund so generously
appropriated to assist these deserving families, In each and every case
it was gratefully appreciated.

Corrections were made as follows:

The results are most gratifying. In every case the child has shown
great improvement in health. These children are now better equipped to
earn their own living. We have four cases on our waiting list, which we

were unable to care for because of insufficient funds.
E Health of the 4 H Club Members. .

The pledge of the 4 H Club is: “I pledge my head to clearer thinking,
my heart to greater loyalty, my hands to larger service, and my health
to greater efficiency.” Clear thinking, larger service, greater efficiency are
all dependent upon health.

Since about 500 of the rural school children were engaged in some
project of 4 H Club work, and that these children represent nearly as
many homes, the county health committee decided that their health should
be given careful consideration. :

With this idea in mind, the committee planned its 4 H health program.
The plan briefly was: To offer a complete physical examination to each
club child. One copy of his health chart to be given to him and one re-
tained in the nurse’s office for reference in follow-up work. Four clinics
wera_organized. The medical staff consisted of the following: A lady
physician (from Milwaukee), in charge of the general physical examination
of the girls; a physician for general examination for the boys; an eye,
ear, nose and throat specialist, and dentist.

We are able to reach
and interest a group of boys and girls of adolescent age, which are hard
t0 reach through the health program of the rural schools. A different
method of approach is therefore necessary.

REPORT OF SUPERVISING TEACHER—1928.

Anna Ryss, supervising teacher, offered the following Report No. 12:
To tll;le Honorable County Board of Supervisors, Winnebago County, Wis-
consin:

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen: .

I appreciate the opportunity afforded me at this time to come before
this body of county legislators to personally render a report of the work
cf supervision of the rural schools in Winnebago county. Although our
present system of rural supervision of schools has been in effect in Wis-
consin since 1913, and has therefore passed the experimental stage, there
are still some people who are not familiar with the work of the county
supervising teacher. I am therefore glad to tell you what was done the
past year in this field, and what we hope to accomplish during the present
school year. I shall confine myself entirely to the supervisory duties, which
come directly within the jurisdiction of my office. The administrative
part of our activities has been covered in the report prepared by our
county superintendent. .

The work of a county supervising teacher is supervision of instruction.
Most attention has been devoted to the teachers of one-room schools.
Many teachers of these schools are young, inexperienced, itinerant and
with only one year of professional training in advance of high school
graduation. The nature of the supervisory program in any county is largely
determined by the needs of thess teachers. The supervisory methods are
largely influenced by the leadershpi of the state department of education,
through the supervisory conference which is held annually the latter part
of August. This year's conference was held at West Allis ‘at the time
of the state fair. At these conferences the most profitable techniques,
eand the most valuable supervisory agencies are discussed. .

- Our program of supervision is carried out by means of the following
activities:

1. Class room visitations.

2. Bulletins and outlines sent from the office.

3. Group meetings of teachers.

The work of class room visitation consists of: .

. Checkglg the age, grade, statistics and suggestions for remedial

work.

Examinations of textbooks and library books and outlining a com-
plete reading program. :

The examination of the teacher’s daily program. .

. A conference with the teacher regarding the seat work: activities
of the children and the plan for making assignments.

A study of and suggestions for economizing in school management.

Attention to the physical conditions of the school and suggestions
for school room heautification.

Encouraging the teacher to work out some special problems.

Analyzing recitations and conferring with the teacher regarding
strong and wasteful practices.

10. Conferring with the teacher on results of tests sent out from the

county superintendent’s office,

The. second supervisory activity is carried out through the detailed
lesson assignments, ability tests and other outlines prepared and sent out
from our office in mimeographed form. Much of this material has come
to us through the courtesy and cooperation of the rural teachers’ training
institutions at Omro high school, and Oshkosh State Teachers’ college and
through the exchange system used by the county superintendents and su-
pervising teachers over the entire state, - :
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0 The third activity of supervision is the holding of Saturday group
“meetings of teachers.  The county is divided into seven sections. The
teachers in each section come together to discuss better methods of teach-
.7 ing, report on professional reading and exchange ideas. These informal
7% gatherings foster an excellent spirit of cooperation and interdependence
- as well as develop a higher type of professionalism among our teachers.
; The outstanding work in supervision last year was the standard test
" program which was carried out throughout the county. The Stanford
© achievement test was given in sixty-eight of our rural schools and in all
the state graded schools. Either the supervising teacher or the county
‘ superintendent administered the test, This was somewhat of a task in-
asmuch as only two schools could be tested per day, and this in turn
meant that the total number of visitations for the year was decreased, but
we feel that the results obtained through the testing program more than
palanced he decrease in number of visits to the schools.
:. . The activities of the supervising teacher are not confined to working
- directly with the teachers only. Direct contacts with pupils come through
“:taking charge of contests in academic subjects, declamation and song.
© Community service is rendered through helping with the fair exhibits,
visiting schools on Patrons’ day, and attending community gatherings.

Supervision,

There are 94 schools in the county and 122 teachers. 177 visits were
made in inspecting the schools and assisting the teachers. 16 night meet-~
ings were attended during the year. Some of the meetings were for the
purpose of borrowing money from the state and discussing the immediate
needs of the district.” The office cooperated with the districts in furnishing
special talent for the programs.

Miss Ryss and I met regularly once a month with Mr. Patch and Miss
Marie Berg, both of Omro, to discuss topics of supervision in the county.
Talks on office records were given to the training class at Omro. The
office cooperated with the training department at Omro and the Oshkosh
State Teachers' College in permitting the students to do observation and
practice work in the county. We are indebted to the directors of these
departments for outlines in civies, physiology and language. These out-
lines were mimeographed in the office and sent to the teachers. In the
course of a year some 62,500 pages of mimeographed materials consisting
of outlines, teaching helps, etc., are sent from the office. Ability tests are
sent out at the close of each six weeks period. These outlines can be
mimeographed cheaper than they can be printed. Because of the amount
of work required of the stenographer, we would consider it a great favor
it the board would secure an electric mimeograph. i

In accordance with the law, the county superintendent appointed the
supervising teacher for a term of ten months, beginning August 1928 and
ending June 1929. The supervising teacker is to supervise and assist un-.
der the direction of the county superintendent, the teachers employed in . *
the schools of the county or superintendent district, devoting special at-
tention to the less experienced teachers. I wish again to acknowledge my
gratitude to Miss Ryss for her excellent cooperation and untiring efforts
in the work of supervision.

Institute Fund. .

The teachers’ county institute fund is used for the expenses of speakers
at county institutes held during the year. The state apportions a certain
amount for this fund each year. . During the past year the county had
two institutes. Following is a report of the county institute fund of Win-.

County Fair.

County Traveling Library,

i+ Last year the County Board voted $1,500 to make it possible to nave

been able to place in the hands of the pupils additional reference material.
With an increased appropriation it will be possible to service every school
in the county. This office would like to have the county library buy large
pictures that are to be studied during the year.

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REPORT OF PROBATION OFFICER.

x'tMrs. Margaret A. Thorn, probation officer, offered the following Re-
ort No. 16:
0 the County Board of Supervisors, Winnebago County: .

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen:—The days, weeks and months have so
rapidly passed that it does not seem possible a year has gone by since the
last annual report was given you, and again the time has arrived to give
you an account of the work done during the past year.

You will be given a brief outline of the work from November 1, 1927,
to November 1, 1928, exclusive of one week of vacation, as shown by the
records in the probation office.

The numbker of families and of children under consideration have in-
creased over last year. 130 families have received assistance from the
children's aid fund helping in the support of 346 children. Of the 130
families, 22 cases were revoked for the following reasons: °

There were 66 new applications for aid requirim t
these, 28 were granted an allowance and 38 were found ineligible for
various reasons. In addition to these children aid cases, 53 other cases
received attention, making a total of 221 families. Of the 53 cases. 12
were referred by the court. Six others were originally court cases and it
has seemed best to continue the family contacts. One dates back to 1924
and the cennection has been continuous during the four years. The fam-
ily has been threatened with disruption repeatedly and much work has
been done to keep the family together and the home from becoming a
broken home. .

A visit was also made to the Northern Colony and Training School
for the Mentally Deficient at Chippewa to take a little five-year-old child.
who is there probably for life. At her present age she is beautiful, golden-
haired, blue-eyed child, physically as perfect as the average child, but
mentally there is nothing upon which to build. It is doubtful whether
she can be trained even to needed personal habits.’ There is perhaps
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¢ pothing more depressing, more pitiful to 100k upon than these lowest types
. of mental defectives, because their condition is so absolutely hopeless.
The higher types are taught to do many useful things with their kands,
and some really fine work is done by these people through the training
received there. The bobbin lace and Navajo rugs were especially fine.
Dr, Beier, the superintendent, makes the designs of some of the best, most
. attractive rugs. Those of you who have never visited this institution
“:should do so and study and think over carefully what in your judgment
. should be done to prevent the ever increasing number of these mentally
incompetents, who are increasing our social problems and must wholly
or to a large degree be taken care of. This institution is so full at the
present time that it is extremely difficult to place anyone there. This
means a large amount of money must soon be spent to enlarge the insti~
*‘tution and as time goes on, their numbers increasing, more and more must
be provided for their needs. .
Another day was spent in Milwaukee at a meeting of the children’s

. eode committee, and last month three days were spent in Milwaukee to

attend the biennial conference on social and civic work. At this con-
frence there were various groups studying questions relating to the family
and child welfare. There were speakers at each meeting who were ex-
perienced and had made a study of their particular subject. While much
of it was ground that the social workers go over and over in their work,
still such meetings are extremely helpful in getting others’ points of view.
in learning new steps taken and a new impetus is gained for the work

“ in one’s own field. The study of the mental side is becoming more and

more prominent, especially in the work with delinquents. Every one of
you would find these discussions on the various phases of family life, in-
cluding unemployment, care of children in homes and institutions, prob-
lems of delinquency and mental hygiene of great interest. Try to find
time to visit some of these social conferences. These problems are yours
- as citizens who are helping to bear the burdens and you should know about
" them and what these workers, all intensely interested in human welfare,
: are striving to accomplish. :
The children’s code committee, which has been making a study during
the past year of the dependent, neglected and delinquent children of Wis-
_consin, has completed its survey of seven counties, of which Winnebago
was one, and scon will have a report ready, it. was told, to be sent to the
Jjuvenile judges and others. Its purpose is to secure legislation for the
improvement of existing child weifare laws. In this study of the state
covering a period of one year it was found that 4,000 children were brought
to the attention of the juvenile courts; 3,000 were in the care of institu-
tions, orphanages and child placing agencies at charitable expense; 480
were in the state public school at Sparta at the expense of the state and
... counties; 997 babies are known to have been born to unmarried parents,
.- With the handicap of illegitimacy; and 13,762 children were aided finan-
cially by the counties and state that they might remain in the home with
their mothers. These dependent, neglected and delinquent children will
make a large part of our future generation.

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An organization called the Service League has taken for its special

cars took your worker on her calls. The distances that needed to be cov-
ered were so great that this help was much needed and greatly appreci-
ated. This work was continued to the time the county car was furnished.
Much appreciation is felt for the car furnished by the appropriation made
by the County Board and work has been done which never could have
beenn done without it. "

One individual has given rent to two families amounting to $215. A
note for $400 was cancelled for a family that has had a partially difficult
time because of illness. .

The Kiwanis Club, which takes as its special interest the “under-
‘privileged child,” has been of great help to the juvenile court, many of its .
members acting as “big brothers” or ?robation officers. They also organ-
ized a committee for finding work for boys unable to secure work for
themselves. . . .

The Elks’ Christmas Club supplied a destitute family in the country
with shoes and stockings last Christmas. It was a large family and
created a good sized bill. .

Another organization that has filled a much needed place in our work
is the Children’s Home and Aid Society. Many children have been placed
in boarding homes through the local worker, Miss Pearl Clark, that could
not remain in their own homes because of their unfitness for various
reasons. The court might have sent these children to institutions, but
our institutions are filled to capacity and there is no room for more chil-
dren. However, even if this were not the case, 2 real home for a child, with
father and mother, and all the usual home accompaniments, is far betier
for its normal development and it costs no more. Great {ransformations
have been seen because of this changed home environment. .

Tke board of education in Oshkosh has granted free tuition to a young
girl who wished to attend high school in Oshkosh because she could, while
completing her course, also take a business course and be ready to help
her mother upon graduation. This she could not do in her home village.
She has a state scholarship to care for school expenses and a relative
gives her board and room.

Last but not least, I wish to mention the care given by a church or-
ganization to a little girl of unfortunate parentage. The parents are both
Ppermanently committed to institutions, but this little girl to the present
time is an_attractive, normal child and we hope to keep her so by proper
care in a home environment which has been advised by mental experts,
instead of an institution. A pension is given and an allowance from &
very small estate and the church organization is caring for the clothes
-and other expenses.

As you will see from this report, splendid cooperation has been re-
ceived from individuals and organizaticns. In this cooperation the pro-
fessional men have also figured very largely—all to this end—that a bal-
anced life embracing health, education, employment, recreation and spir-
itual development may be furnished the families in these broken homes.

We have a dental clinic in our local Beach school, where the children
of the Oshkosh pension mothers receive dental care. We have long felt
the need of dental care for mothers. Often their health has been impaired
for lack of this care. Their incomes are always insufficient to meet medical
and dental care. An adult dental clinic las just been organized and last
week for the first time six of our mothers received their first appointment
and we hope before the year is over all may have the needed attention.

There has been o real satisfaction in the work accomplished by the
fund appropriated last December for surgical care in our families. Special
rates were secured from physicians and hospitals and in each case the
?hYsician’s statement was secured as to the need of the operation. The

7,700 Talks have also been given at the county teachers’ institute. In
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September we had a booth at the county fair and tried to make known
our services. In October we had a conference of the custodians of the
county library with Miss Harriet Long from the traveling library as speak-
er. Although it was a small gathering, we all felt that we had gained
much help and inspiration in-talking over the plans and talking over the
problems of the county library. It was an attempt at a2 “get-together”
meeting so that we might personally become acquainted with those who
are serving the county in this way. e

During this present week, which the library world everywhere is cele-
brating as “book week,” in response from the county %)eople, we have tried
to help impress the community with the importance of good reading. Con-
sequently a story hour was held both at Waukau and at Winneconne for
‘the children, while talks were given at both places for the adults.

Even in its short term of existence, the county library has come to
mean much to the county people. They have come to us not only for books
to read, but for drama material, material for grange programs, for debates,
for missionary societies, for study clubs, and for books to supplement
school libraries. In fact if we had not supplied the schools with books for
the reading circle work, the Winnebago county schools could not have
earned so fine a list of credits for that work. The library appreciates too -
the splendid co-operation of the county schools and their officers.

Our books have brought much information and exceedingly much
pleasure into rural homes, for at least the rural people realize to a limited
degree that they can have as many books as they can read and have them
as often as they wish; in other words, they can have the same reading
‘privileges of city people. But demands for books and the latest material
have become a serious consideration, for after all, our $1,500 appropriation
will do only a few things. Now, in order to provide better service and more

. books, we need more money.

We are living in a reading age. All the world is eager to know the
latest results in invention, science and history. Think what has come to
pass within the last two years. Note, for example, the trans-Atlantic flight
of Lindbergh, the exploration of Byrd, the coming of the dirigible from
‘Europe, a presidential election, the Kellogg peace treaty, the devastating
cyclones and hurricanes, the talking movies. Of course, the reaction upon
‘people is that they want to know more about the things that are happening
n the world today. Schools, too, have changed their viewpoint in educa-
‘tion. They are not demanding that the child shall learn his lesson from -
Just one book, but they require him to read many bocks and form his own
-conclusions and broaden his whole cutlogk. Mr. M. H. Jackson, the state
superintendent of school libraries, made this statement: “We are spending
millions in teaching children to read, but only a mere pittance in giving
‘them something to read.” .

Just note what that means. - In Winnebago county last year, we spent
'$126,734 in teaching rural children to read and only $1,500 in giving thém
'something to read. And the greatest .asset’ of Winnebago county is its
boys and girls. Then to provide further library service and more books
for the children and the people of Winnebago county we are therefore
‘recommending an appropriation of $4,000 for the county library, or an
. “increase of $2,500. The items of this proposed budget are as follows:

“Now to explain the several items. As far as salaries are concerned,

‘we have now reached the point when we feel that the county should re-

compense those people who are acting as custodians of its books and who

really spend considerable time-and energy in taking care of them. It is

almost too much to ask a busy person to devote so many hours to this

;- work without remuneration. Therefore, we recommend that exclusive of

the teachers, the custodians be paid according to a graded scale of service.

For example, those who have a total circulation of 10,000 or more be paid

"$125 per year for their labor in taking care of the books; those who have
-.a total circulation of 5,000 or more be paid $50 per year; while those having -
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“‘a total circulation of 1,500 or more be paid $25 per year. This is more
business-like and will encourage still better service. -

We recommend also that the assistant county librarian, Mrs. A. L.
Anderson, who has given so generously of her time, her enthusiasm and.
her co-operation, be increased from $500 to $650 per year. Her work has
been exceedingly well done as can be judged by the results of the growth
of the county library. It is also recommended that the county librarian
¢ be paid a salary of $200 for her services in directing the work of the county
library.

There is great need for up-to-date encyclopedias and atlases, especially
in the villages and rural communities. This expenditure would be included
in our book fund which we recommend to total $1,600. Our supply of books
is still very inadequate, and besides many wear out and have to be re-
Pla.cte& The only way to get more books is to have more money to spend
or them. .

Much of our most useful as well as most interesting reading is found
in good magazines. In order to help create a taste for good reading, as
well as supply valuable recent information, we recommend that a group
.~ of magazines be purchased for each of the stations in the homes, stores,

granges, banks, etc., where they may circulate like books., Think of what.
pleasure as well as what information will be available when a new copy
of the National Geographie, for instance, is brought intoc a home. For

the purchase of magazines, then, we recommend a total of $360.

For equipment we need book cases and a typewriter. In visiting the
station at Waukau, kept there by Mrs. A, G. Steele, we found books piled
in a heap on the flogr, as there were no shelves to put them on. That
station has enlarged its patronage so much that it not only serves the

illage people and the neighboring region, but five schools, and even
patrons from Omro.. This year it circulated 15,150 books, more than the
entire county made last year. Witheut apparent effort, this station has
- grown into a branch, and therefore should be equipped by the county as

" a branch. Since Mrs. Steele’s home is open all day long for those who:

* wish to get books and even on Sundays for those who stop in after church
to get a book, we therefore recommend that the county pay for the room
occupied by the library and for the heat and light consumed. We recom-
.mend that this item be $90 per year or $7.50 per month.
For printing and stationery and miscellanecus items, we provide the
sum of $100, thus making the total budget $4,000.
i, Winnebago county is a progressive, forward-looking ocne. We trust that
the Board of Supervisors will open the door still wider which leads to the
-.enlightenment and enjoyment of its people, by giving generously towards
an increased appropriation for its library. It is therefore recommended
that first, the contract with the Oshkosh public library be renewed, and

ending October 31, 1928.

Any program of work, as outlined below, that is plarned for a yeas
ahead cannot always be closely followed. Unexpected and emergency prob-
lems come up. Then, too, some projects grow bigger than anticipated. So
this year the boys’ and girls’ club work again arocused such interest and
grew to such proportions that other projects received less attention than

N anticipated.
: This report, of course, is only a very brief outline of the years work.

BOYS’ AND GIRLS’ 4 H CLUB WORK.

This project grew from 22 clubs to 30 clubs, from 294 members to 453
members, carrying 496 prejects. Such a big growth somewhat unexpected
nearly swamped this office. Although some of the other work had to be
curtailed, we felt that in taking care of the boys’ and girls’ work the most
worthwhile thing was dene. I met during the latter part of the winter
and early spring at least once with every club and twice with many. Had
. 47 meetings, attended by 1,247. Also heid four schools or conferences with
L the adult leaders of these clubs and assisted at four health clinies.

‘ I believe the board did the wise thing last spring in providing funds for
: .- a club leader for the summer months. The boys’ and girls’ work was done
b much better than it could have been by the county agent alone. Super-
i vision was placed in the hands of your agricultural and educational com-
mlntee. Miss Sylvia Brudos, the former state champion club girl, was em-
Ployed by them from June 17 to September 21. The entire work was

o carrieq on in cooperation with the county agent, but the club leader as-
Ly sumed most of the details during these months. The county agent helped

partlc_ula,rly with the calf exhibits at the state and county fairs.

m Fk"lﬁiy'mn.e meetings were held by the club leader and attended by 1,373
wiiim eIs. Six or seven demonstration teams were trained. The county-
fa.ire Tound-up was held with 300 members present. Seventeen local club
Tt S were held with all but three clubs participating. A delegation of 28
cox{f and girls were taken to the state fair, entered there in the various
&Sts. Our calves took seven prizes and the girls' work also took several.

coun ost of September was spent by both of us getting ready for the.
*lean ty fair, county agent acting as the junior superintendent and the club
. €r as assistant. The first day, or children’s day, of the fair was also
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made the big 4 H day. Starting with the 4 H Club parade, just before

dinner, the day was entirely full for the hundreds of club members in
attendance—with demonstration contests and style show for the girls, calf

judging and showing contests for the boys. We had 70 calves on exhibit, 6

home project booths, 4 crop project booths, and fine garden, canning and

sewing exhibits. - In all, nearly 300 different boys and girls competed in the:

junior department, nearly three times the number of last year.
‘ Poultry Improvement, ;

Culling—Demonstrations of this kind are well known by now and al-
ways have an audience. Fifteen such demonstrations were held and at-
tended by 162 people.

Poultry classes—A poultry class was conducted this year with the help
of our poultry specialist. Five meetings were had with this group in Wolt
River at different times of the year and the peculiar seasonal problems were
discussed every time. Although the class was small, averaging ten to
twelve to a meeting, the members seem to get enough good of it to put the
suggestions into effective practice. Undoubtedly, the influence of these
poultry practices will spread. .

Housing—Quite a few inquiries were taken care of for information on
remodeling or building both poultry houses and brooder houses. :

Demonstration flocks—Three cooperators are keeping complete records
for the year, giving us some very definite reliable facts as to the good re-

sults of practices recommended. Several more are starting poultry records °

-in cooperation with this office.

Accredited hatcheries—One located in the county cooperates with this
office in endeavoring to furnish high quality baby chicks. This year this
hatchery cffered some specials to 4 H poultry club members. L

Soil Improvement. i

Drainage—Requests for help in laying out drainage systems increased
materially during the year, especially on tiling. Preliminary surveys were
made on 9 farms, affecting 152 acres. Several ditches were laid out.
Leveling was done for 5 cellar drains with assistance on septic tanks in
most cases; 67,850 feet of tile were laid out and detail surveys made there
after on 18 farms. This work drained about 256 acres of wet land thal
could not be worked before. ' : L

Soil fertility maintenance—1It is fast becoming evident that our soils
are not holding up in fertility. The proper place of the so-called commer~
cial fertilizers was discussed at 7 or 8 special meetings, with 142 farmers,
also at three farmers’ institutes. Very keen interest was shown, so much
so that more dealers had to be started. Indications are that the us2 of
this material in Winnebago county more than doubled during the year.
To get further information on this subject fertilizer trials were arranged
and observed on several dozen different farms. Five demonstrations were
held to show the results.

Soil tests—Several dozen.farmers had their soils tested by the univer-’

sity for their available phosphorcus content. Six had the complete chem-
ical analysis last fall and 19 more this fall. These tests give us an indica-
tion of whether it might pay to use additional fertilizers on these farms.

Sweet Clover for Pasture.

This project was pushed largely at the farmers’ institutes, also some- ‘

what at a few other meetings and with individual farmers whenever occa-
sion offered. Interest in this pasture crop has increased the last few years
by leaps and bounds. Had not last winter been the most severe on clover
seedlings that we have experienced in ten years, we probably would have
another very large increase in sweet clover pasture acreage. Those farmers
that were fortunate enough tc have their sweet clover come through this

winter had better pasture this season than I have ever witnessed. The old .

sweet ciover gave some grazing way into October. S
Cow Testing. ) ol
The Clayton-Winchester Association, one of our old standard - dairy
herd improvement associations, operated successfully through the year, even
with changes in testers. This serves from 26 to 27 members.
Testing by mail with the Outagamie association is done by about 25
farmers in the northern part of the county.

Another - new type of testing, a cross-between the old travel tester.

method. and the new _mail type operated through the year for about 65
members, the credit for this is due largely to the tester, Allan Murray.

This method seems to be growing in favor for he is starting this year with: -

a part time helper to enable him to take on more herds.
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County Fair,

" Considerable time and effort was again devoted this year to promoting
various phases of the county fair that fit in with agricultural extension
.work. The horse-pulling contest was one of these activitics. Winnebago
county had the state record for three years, but lost it this year to
Chippewa county when a new record of 3,200 pounds was set there.

Farm products’ booths took some attention of the county agent to
keep up the interest of the various organizations competing. There were
four of them this year. ) o

: The boys’ and girls’ club work, however, was the chief activity. The
county agent was in charge of the entire junior department with about 300
boys and girls exhibiting, even aiter local elimination contests had been
held on the girls” work in the respective clubs and only the best from each
club sent to the county fair.

Home Talent Play Tournament.

Considerable interest was shown by grange leaders in the state home
talent play tournament the last two years. On their suggestion we proposed
a county contest among our rural organizations. After a number of con-
ferences and meetings with the various community clubs and granges,
.plans were made and rules drafted. Seven clubs are entered in the adult
tournament. It is probable that we will also have a junior tournament
largely among the boys’ and girls’ 4 H clubs. A one-day school was held
in home talent dramatics to give our rural groups practical suggestions
in putting on their plays.

Farm Accounting. ' -

° Several hundred boy$ and girls in the upper grades of the rural schows
were again given practice work in farm accounting. This was made possi-
Yble through the hearty cocperation of the county superintendent’s office.
Sixty-three of the eighth graders after the practice work also kept a year’s
record on their home farm. E

The committee hés, through its membership, canvassed the situation ’

and elements involved in the selection of a court house site, and from the
standpoint - of * accessibility, price and convenience recommend that the
Ccunty Board immediately take steps to either purchase or condemn prop-

erty located as follows: Bounded on the west by Jacksen drive, on the -

north by Algoma houlevard, on the east by an alley, and on the south by

High street, said property consisting of a frontage on Algoma boulevard . -

of approximately 342% feet, with a depth of 260 feet, and a frontage on
High street of approximately 171 feet. :

We believe this site to be one which meets all of the requirements\'

necessary for court house purposes for the next seventy-five years.

The present location of the court house is unsuited because no growth =
of the City of Oshkosh will ever be anything but along manufacturing

lines in the location of the present building, and it is a very unsatisfactory
location for a court house because of its close proximity to manufacturing

and railroad establishments, and because it is not readily accessible to per- .

sons driving into the City of Oshkosn from all parts of the county. i
The conception of the committee is that when a court house is built
it should be a county community building, embracing within it opportuni-
ties for a meeting place for all of the people of the county. It should
provide a place of public gathering for the people of the county, and should

provide for all of the county activities, rural as well as city. To do this,

it should be located in a most convenient location, and the site suggested.
in the opinion of the committee, meets this situation. '

It may be reached, from the south, by direct route from the Oregon *
