RESOLUTION: Authorize a Capital Project to Repair and Replace Joint Seals at the
Winnebago County Jail Facility at a Cost of $198,000.

TO THE WINNEBAGO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS:

WHEREAS, the Winnebago County Jail/Sheriff's Office building is now 10 years old; and

WHEREAS, many of the caulked joint seams have dried and shrunk increasing the gap between slabs.; and

WHEREAS, the caulk has been exposed to 10 years of ultraviolet radiation from the sun and seasonal
weather changes; and

WHEREAS, these conditions have aged the caulk and it is now in need of replacement to prevent damage to
the structure and prevent moisture from entering the facility; and

WHEREAS, this type of wear and tear is typical of buildings built in this manor

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that it hereby
appropriates $198,000 to a capital project to repair and replace caulk at the Sheriff/Jail facility.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that it hereby authorizes a
transfer from the General Fund to a capital project fund set up for this purpose with the General Fund being

reimbursed from a subsequent bond issue.
Fiscal Impact: Annual debt service on this borrowing would be roughly $19,000.
