 WHEREAS, the Appleton Police Department is the lead agency in this program. 13 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Winnebago County Board of Supervisors that it hereby 14 

authorizes the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department to accept a $3,984 crisis intervention training grant and 15 

appropriates the funds to this training program. 16
